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Our chapter will be instituting the Festival of Musicianship on April 16, 2011 at Gloria Dei Lutheran Church.  This state program will give our chapter 10 levels of objective Musicianship Examinations in the areas of Rhythm, Technique, and Written Theory this year.  In future years, this can be expanded to include other areas.

1.  Go to www.olympiamta.net and click onto more information for Musicianship Examinations.
2. Click onto www.wsmta.net for “Forms.”
3. Click onto “Musicianship Examination Registration form.”  Our chapter will only be testing three areas this year – Rhythm, Technique, and Written Theory.  Assign a level to each student that you register. (The same student can be registered in different levels of rhythm, technique, and theory.)
4. Calculate the state fee at $2.50 per student, the chapter fee at $7.50 per student for a total fee of $10 per student.
5. Registrations and payment is due at the February 8 meeting.
